SUCCESS STRATEGIES:
The following are a list of student expectations:
· Students working online, MUST have a working computer and internet connection.
· Maintain regular logins : You are encouraged to login daily and establish a weekly schedule to ensure that you are completing work on a regularly.
Students that are not logging in regularly or submitting work, will be removed from the course.  Each full course requires a minimum of 110 hours of class work. 
This is equivalent to 6 hours a week.  To be successful, students are expected to spend this much time working toward their credit. 
Students are asked to clearly communicate with their teachers any extenuating circumstances that might occur
· Teachers will be communicating with you through D2L and DSBN email.  Should you need support using the D2L platform, teachers will be available at St. Catharines Collegiate every TUESDAY and THURSDAY from 6-9pm.
