DSBN is committed to identifying and eliminating all forms of discrimination and systemic
barriers. Research clearly indicates that the practice of streaming students into pathways can
limit their future opportunities. By de-streaming, students will be empowered to pursue the
futures they want, with doors open to all post-secondary options, including apprenticeship,

college, university, or into the workplace.

As a first step to removing this systemic barrier and as part of our commitment to creating
an inclusive environment in our schools, the DSBN made the decision to de-stream all grade
9 compulsory courses starting in September 2021. Since then, the Ministry of Education has
aligned with this decision. As of September 2022, all Ontario students enrolled in grade 9

will complete the following compulsory courses:

* Academic pathway English (ENG1D), French (FSF1D)/French Immersion (FIF1D), and
Geography (CGC1D)

® The newly de-streamed Math (MTH1W) and Science (SNC1W)

* Locally developed courses and Specialized School to Community courses will continue

to be offered for students in these pathways

To earn an Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD) students need to earn 30 credits.

4 credits in English

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Other Graduation Requirements

* 40 HOURS OF COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT
Students can start accumulating their community involvement hours in the summer before entering Grade 9. The DSBN uses an easily accessible

program Hour Republic track and recording community involvement hours.

e THE PROVINCIAL LITERACY REQUIREMENT
For most students, this means passing the Ontario Secondary School Literacy (OSSLT). Students who do not successfully complete the OSSLT

have other opportunities to meet the literacy graduation requirement.

e ONLINE LEARNING GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS
Starting with the Grade 9 cohort for the 2020-21 school year, students will be required to earn two credits online as part of the graduation

requirements of the Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD).While online courses will be a mandatory graduation requirement,

exemptions may be made for students on an individual basis.
